Before drama:
___Wash and iron costumes – 6 costumes. Need costumes ready for practice Monday, March 29.
___Hang backdrop after worship on Sunday, March 28.
___Remove furniture from chancel area after 11:00 a.m. worship service Sunday, March 28.
___Usher and greet our neighbors who have come to experience the drama on Thursday, April 1.

___Prepare communion elements Thursday, April 1.

___Act as one of the twelve disciples. Each spoken part is shared once and ends with the question, “Is It I, Lord?” Practice on Monday, March 29. Drama on Thursday, April 1. 
___Lend stools (do not have to have backs).  Three would be most helpful. Please put them in sanctuary after 11:00 a.m. service on Sunday, March 28.

After drama (Thursday, April 1)
___Coordinate a time of fellowship after “Last Supper” drama.

___Reassemble chancel area after drama.

___Vacuum sanctuary after drama.

___Take down backdrop and store it (roll and hang in basement hallway – choir room side).
___Replace hymnals and restore order to bookracks in sanctuary in preparation for next service.

___Wash and store costumes.
